As a constituent in your district, I am writing to ask you to cosponsor HR 2131/S 1275, introduced by Rep. Jim Marshall (D-GA) and Sen. Charles Schumer (D-NY).  The proposed legislation would provide prostate cancer screening and treatment for underserved men suffering from this deadly disease.  
Approximately 230,000 men will suffer from prostate cancer every year and 27,350 died in 2006.  Many people are surprised to learn prostate cancer exceeds the number of new breast cancer cases. With CDC funding for more screening and treatment, underserved men will have a fighting chance at survival.  

Similar to breast and cervical cancer patients, prostate cancer patients must deal with the daily impact of cancer on their health and families.  Unlike breast and cervical cancer patients, underserved men have the added challenge of not having equitable access to programs that screen and provide treatment. This legislation would give men another chance at a healthier, cancer free lifestyle.   

It is vital that you support this legislation, because it will improve the prostate cancer survival rate, currently 33 percent for advanced prostate cancer.  Please take a stand to improve the quality of life of men not only in our state but across this nation and support HR 2131/S 1275.
